At present, in Vietnam, travel ig rather difficult. We have few
roads and the ones we have are often very crowded and in poor
condition. It takes a long time to drive somewhere. We also have a
railway system that connects HCM City with Henoi. I believe there
are 3 or 4 trains a day to choose from each day, The traine are old,
but are usually pretty reliable, I think it is very romantic to travel
by train and I love the “click-clack” sound of the wheels.

The northern area of Vietnam enjoys 4 seasons, while the
southern regions only have two, namely wet and dry. Some say there
are 2 temperatures in the south - bearable and unbearable !

7. What are some of the difficuities in learning English ? How can

they be overcome ?

You cannot learn a language solely by reading about it and
memorizing its grammar. To acquire a language, you must
concentrate in four areas: reading, listening, writing and epeaking.
I think the emphasis should be on listening and speaking. As you
learn to hear and use the language, you begin to understand the
grammar and all the quirks and quarks of English. This ie much
more effective than memerization - and also less boring. If yau think
about it, how do Vietnamese babies begin to talk ? First they listen
to others around them, then they begin to experiment with the
sounds on their own. Children are driven to communicate and they
certainly do not begin to do so by reading and studying grammar!

I have two main  problems with English. The first is

pronunciation. It is one thing to be able to read the word and quite
" another to be able to say it. My mouth is already prejudiced to the
Vietnamese language, so formation of some English consonants, such

a7



ag 'th’, 'p’ and 'f” is very difficult. I sometimes feel tongue-tied! One
of the ways of improving this is through mouth exercises and
exaggerated articulation of the sound. I know it looks very ridiculous,
but little by little I can diminish the exaggerated mouth movements
and speak the word clearly. It is better to start off with using a hig
gesture and move to a smaller one because you can feel confident
that it is correct. We do this in class, with my English instructor.
At first, most of us were very shy to participate and there were a
lot of giggles, but now we can see the benefits of making ourse]ves
lock foolish and I know I am improving.

My second problem ia trying to remember which preposition(a)

to use and when to use it/them properly.
Is it 'on’ the desk or 'in’ the desk ? Was I there 'for’

2 years, or 'in’ 2 years ? It is very confusing ! To tackle this
dilemma, I will write out the proper usage as many times as my
hand can stand it, and then I will repeat it several times, until I
am confident I've got it right. I know it sounds boring and tedious,
but it is the one strategy that has really worked for me.

Every day on my way to school, I see a traffic policeman
working at a busy intersection not too distant from my home.

He is about twenty-five years old, tall and sturdily-built. His
complexion is tanned from long hours of standing in the sun. He is
dressed in the same kind of attire as the other policemen and wears
a cap, with a red stripe and our national emblern’s badge at the front.
He wears a khaki uniform , a wide white belt and black shoes. The oﬁiy
difference in his dress from that of other policemen  is that he
wears a long pair of white gloves which extend nearly to his elbows.

He stands in the center of the intersection, on an elevated-
wooden plattorm  which is painted in red and white stripes. He
seldom speaks but uses a whistle, his hands and arms to direct the
movements of hundreds of vehicles moving in many directions. When
he stretches his arms horizontally, this signals all the vehicles in
front of and behind him to stop. After that, he waves his hands and
motions for vehicles from his left and right to move. He repeats
this over and over, turning around from right to left and again from
left to right to direct the traffic. The vehicles move one by one and
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seem as docile as students filing into their classroom under supervision
of their teachers. T» those moving across the intersection, the
policemun looks very dominant and authoritative,

He has alert and trained eyes and detects vehicles which violate
the traffic regulations very rapidly. He blows a whistle to stop the
offenders and either lectures or fine them. He seems to show no
preferences and treats the drivers of taxi, private cars,buses and
trucks in the same way. Without the direction of the traffic policemen
there would be much confusion. many accidents. Morecver,
pedestrians, especially, children and older people would certainly
find it difficult to cross the street if the policemen were not there.

The more I see him perform and think about his difficult and
tiresome job, the more respect I have for him. He is often criticized
and seldom praised. Nevertheless, he performs a very useful service
and we owe him cooperation and gratitude.

Yesterday when I was riding my bicycle, I ran over a nail and
punctured a tire. I stopped, examined the tire and started to look
for a repairman. I found one working on the side-walk near by. 1
pushed my bicycle to the site and asked him to fix the tire.

The repairman was about thirty years of age and appeared
rather thin. His clothes were full of cil and looked dirty.

A wooden box, which had once been a container for cans of
milk, was now being used to hold his tools and repair equipment.
A pump and a large metal container full of water sat near by.

The man took my bicycle and laid it down on the ground. He
then went to the tool box and took out three tire removers, a chisel,
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2 file, & pair of scissors, a can of rubber cement and a smali piec
of rubber.

He removed the tire, toock out the inner tube, filled it with
air and dipped the inner tube into the water rotating it very siowly.
Scon air bubble came up through the water and he found the
punctured area. He removed the tube from the water, filed around
the damaged spot and applied a small amount of rubber cement on
the filed section. He cut a small round piece of rubber, filed it and
also placed some rubber cement on this piece. He waited for a few
minutes sc that the cement would dry and set.

After about ten minutes, he placed the piece of rubber over
the punctured area and laid this section on an iron stand. He used
a wooden block to pound the section so that the newly-attached
rubber piece would stick firmly to the iuner tube. Finally, he put
the inner tube in the tire and pumped air into it. His repair work
was finished. I asked him how much I owed him, paid him the
money and remounted my bicycle to continue on my way.

A bicycle repairman such as the one I found is of valuable
assistance to all those who travel on two-wheeled vehicles. His
services are indeed needed and appreciated.

My school is built on a large piece of ground. People can see
the sign of the school and read its name “Kien Hoa High School”
from quite a distance away. The sign is put across on two cement
pillars which form the entrance gate of the school.

The school is built with bricks and roofed with red tiles. Its
once yellow-painted walls have already become greyed and its roof
has collected moss due to years of monscon rains.

My school has only nine rooms; nevertheless, it houses the
students of twelve grades. One room is used for the principal’s office,
one for the alministrative office, one for the teachers and six are
used for regular classrooms. A long verandah is situated in front of
the building and a hibiscus fence surrounds the school grounds. The
patio area is very spacious and has two big tall shady tamarind trees
- one at each side of the patio. A flower bed surrounds the flag pole.
At the back of the school there is a large area where students can



go to take physical education and participate in various sports. The
bathroom facilities for the students are situated toward the back of
this playground.

My school has six hundred students, half of this six hundred
are boys and the other half, girls. Tt has a staff of twelve teachers,
including the principal and the proctor who also teach. It operates
on a two-shift basis. Those who study in the morning take physical
education classes and play sports in the afternoon, and likewise those
who are enrolled in afternoon classes engage in physical education
classes and sports in the morning. I attend morning classes. The
school is therefore very busy and active all day long. It only becomes
quiet and deserted in the evening when all the classes are finished
and teachers and students go home.

I am in the eleventh grade now. Soon I will leave this school
and transfer to another school to enroll in the twelfth grade and
finish my high school. I like the school very much and have spent
happy days here. Whenever I think of having to leave it and transfer
to another school, I feel very sads I am sure I will miss it greatly.

of striking two blocks of bamboo against each other are the only
active people in the streets in the early morning. -

Next, the coffee and breakfast shops on either side of the
streets are filled with people eating, drinking, talking, and laughing
noisily over their coffee or breakfast. They seem very happy and
eager to begin another day’s work after a night’s rest.

The buses, going long distances, are trying to collect passengers
by means of loud advertisements and sending their people way out
to greet and solicit passengers. Every now and then, they blow their
horns and start their engines as if they were ready to depart, to
lure the passengers.

Presently, the people going to work, the housewives going to
the market, and the students going to school add their number to
the possession of the streets. The streets are now quite lively with
all kinds of vehicles going in all directions. The peaceful and clean
- air of the early morning is already full of smecke emitted from the
vehicles and neises made by the vehicle engines and by students,
boys and girls, clattering their shoes on the side-walks. Long celourful
dresses of women fluttering in the wind make this early morning
scene very beautiful to watch..

This noisy and lively scene lasts only for a moment, until &
o’clock when the last people going to work, to the market or school
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have reached their destinations, and the food peddlers sell out their
food and begin to carry their empty food containers home. At this
time, everything seems to slow down. The streets are thinner and
thinner with people and vehicles and the coffee and breakfast shops
are almost deserted.

Nothing is more wonderful than to watch the awakening of
this big city, Ho Chi Minh. Its atmosphere in the early morning is
quite festive and full of life. Its people and vehicles seem to regain
their energy. They are eager to begin an active and successful day
after a peaceful night’s rest.

I recently witnessed an accident between a taxi and a Honda.
Both parties were somewhat at fault but the major responsibility
for the accident was that of the Honda driver who operated his
motorcycle recklessly.

The taxi was traveling north on Dien Bien Phu atreet. As it
approached the intersection of Le Qui Don, the driver started to
make a loft turn. He did not make the turn abruptly, but neither
did he turn on his turn signal. At the same time, two young men
on a Honda were speeding very fast and attempted to pass the taxi
on the left. They did not have time to get around the taxi and
therefore caused the collision.

The Honda bounced and landed about three meters away, while
the taxi skidded andstruck the curb. The taxi-driver was slightly
injured but the two young men riding the Honda were injured badly.
People seemed to appear from all directions and soon a sizeable
crowd gathered. Some men of the crowd tried to help them by
administering emergency medical aid. Some others rushed off to call
the traffic police who arrived at the acene a few minutes later. They
called for an ambulance, and then started to inveatigate the accident
to find out whose fault it was. They inquired of pedestrians and of
witnesses. They took measurements on the road where the taxi and
the Honda now were lying. Scon after that, an ambulance arrived
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and the attendants carefully placed the injured people inside and
closed the doors. The ambulance was on its way to the hospital.

It has been my cobservation that many drivers like to speed
and are very reckless. It is not surprising that there are so many
accidents.

A Central Relief Committee
has been set up to take care of this matter

My school vesponded 1o thiz appeal by organizing a drive to
collect money to help the flood refugees last Saturday morning. That
morning, after the flag raising ceremony, the principal of my school
stood in front of the microphone and related all the miserable ordeals,
such as slecping in the open areas. family separation, and the lack
of food and necessities which the flood vietims are experiencing.
After that he appealed 10 the students to take an active part in the
fund drive ro he organized by the school. Hearing the principal’s
report about this. we all felt ver sorry for the flood victims, our
unlucky fellow people

After going buck to my class, T immediately asked my teacher’s
permission to collect money from my friends and give it to the Fund
Drive chairman of the school. My teacher agreed. ] made a suggestion
that all of iy friends imeluding mysell abstain from eating breakfast
fur a week so that we could vse the money saved this way to create
a fund for the flood victims Al my friends agreed On that very
mortiing I collected more than 30000 plasters . By the end of the
week. [ had collected a total of 700 piasters. With this money my
class ranked first ahmng all the other clazses which collected funds.
The principal was very pleased and congratulated us,

I wish that students from other schools throughout the country
would organize a similar fund drive and participated as actively as
we did. By doing so, the Central Relief Committee could obtain the
additional money needed to buy food, household utensils and medicine
“yr the flood victims 1 also wish that evervone else in the countrv
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would try to contribute something to the relief fund so as to reduce '
the sufferings of these displaced people.

After that the main film started. This movie was in color and was
shown on a large cinerama scope screen. It featured well-known
international actors and actresses. The film was based on a story
which took place during the time when France was occupied by the
Fascist German Army in the World War II.

Two girl students
from the Trng Veang Girl's High School were mounted on the backs of two
elephants signifying the historic event while a chorus sang a song called
“Commemoration 10 the Tnimg Sisters™.

The scene was very touching and made me recall the historic story of
the Trung Sisters who mounted elephants, raised their flags and led their
troops into battle to defend their country against the Chinese invaders. It was
a glorious victory for the Vietnamese and examplified the courage and
strength of the Vietnamese woman.

Suddenly. a voice was heard over the loud speaker informing people
that the ceremony was commencing. Everyone stood at attention to salute the
flag. A spokesman then went to the podium and announced the program that
would follow. He then introduced a representative of the Vielnamese woman''s
Association who was selected to make the opening address. Enthusiastic
applauses welcomed her to the platform. The representative briefly described
the heroic deeds of the Trnung Sisters praising their bravery and asked that all
Vietnamese women try to develop traits similar to those of the two Sisters.

Representatives from other Woman's groups followed her to the
platform to express their ideas on the occasion of the Trung Sisters’ Day.
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At 11: 00 AM. the ceremony ended and the groups dismissed

The engine and
mechanical part are imported from abroad but the body and other part are
made in Vietnam. The makers estimate that 60% of the car is Vietnamese-
made.

Also I talked to a man who works for a Korean company. This
company is hiring land outside Saigon and plans to assemble sophisticated
electronic apparatus there,

Iread a newspaper which reported that the government was discussing
with the Nissan Japanese about agreements concerning the approval of an
automobile assembly plant. If our economy keeps growing like this. [ am
sure that the sale of automobiles will increase in Vietnam.

Vietnam is now capable of manufacturing quality consumer goods
which used to be imported . These goods are even appreciated by many other
countries whose orders for Vietnam-made goods come in more and more.

These people don’t
take time to realize that often failure helps them to have more real
experiences which lead them to success in future endeavors. To advise these
people, we have the following saying: “Failure is the mother ot success™.

When we first hear this saying, we might think it is illogical because
it is difficult for us to understand how failure can be the mother of success.
But if we analyse it more completely, we have to admit that the above saying
is very meaningful. In fact, in implementing a project, no matter how well
we have prepared and organized it in advance , we might meet with some
difficulties and may fail for some unforeseen reasons. If we are. patient
enough , review and evaluate the project and then do it again, our chances for
success will improve. A Vietnamese proverb stating that “ If we fail this
time, we should try again a next time” has the same purpose of advising
people not to get discouraged and give up easily,

Let’s look back in our history to find examples which can justify the
value of the saying: “Failure is the mother of success”. General Tran Hung
Pao, after so many defeats inflicted by the Mongolian Army had to retreat his
troops, regroup them and plan new strategies. He never gave up in his
attempts to fight the enemy and finally succeeded in driving the Mogolian Anmny
away. L& Lgi, “The Pacification King” experieriééd the same thing. He was
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defeated many times by the Minh Army. Even though he expenienced many
hardships and ordeals, he overcame his discouragement, stuck to his job and

eventually won a glorious battle for the Vietnamese people over the Minh
Army.

In our studies, we have learned of other similar situations. Many
people have succeeded because of their persistence and determination to pursue
their studies and goals to the end.

Thus the above saying: “Failure is the mother of success™ has proved
to be very correct and can serve as a guide for those who usually get
frustrated and want to give up in their endeavors.
